This story has a definite Greek Mythology feel to it. It has gods and goddesses, oracles, monsters,
war, conquest, a quest, epic journeys, and personal growth. It has all the right elements, but |
almost gave up after a few chapters.For me the story started out slow and | wasna ™t really drawn
into the tale. The grammar and sentence structure in the first few chapters also kept pulling me out
of the tale. The sentences were long, complex and packed with commas. Several times | had to
stop and re-read sentences to figure out how the clauses went together, but after a while the
exuberant use of comma seemed to settle down.The use of two separate and distinct story lines
also slowed down the pace. One story arc followed Chloe, the daughter of Phalesiana ™s
